Rules for Boys County Schools Cup Competition 2012 

1 - ELIGIBILITY

1.1 All players must be under the age group by the 31st August of that playing season. 
1.2 Players must be attending the school that they are playing for. 
1.3 No player may play for more than one age group for their school. 

1.4 No player may play for more than one school in that playing season.
1.5 All schools that enter must be affiliated to KHA and EHL

1.6 Schools only need to complete a squad list once they reach the finals day.  A squad sheet will be provided and must be returned to the organiser(s) at least 2 weeks before the finals day.

2 – DRAW
2.1 Schools that may qualify for a bye will be based on the number of sides entering.

2.2 The winners and runners up will represent Kent in the South East play offs.  These two sides will be the age group finalists.

2.4 If a Kent school won the National age group then that school in conjunction with the organiser(s) has responsibility to organise and run the following years South East play offs at that particular age group.

2.5 The organiser(s) will send out details to schools of the draw.

3 - CONTROL OF MATCHES

3.1 Matches will be played in accordance with the rules of the game as published by F.I.H. except where especially provided for in these rules and those previously sent out. 
3.2 Matches at U18 should be at least 30 minutes each way, U16 30 minutes each way and U14 25 minutes each way.
3.3 In the event of a draw at full time two periods of extra time may be played, 10 minutes each way unless otherwise agreed.  
3.4 If the match is still a draw at the end of extra time a series of 5 penalty strokes will be taken, by five different players from each team, this may include substitutes and substituted players but not suspended or temporarily suspended players.  
3.5 If the teams are still level the same five from each team, but not necessarily in the same order, shall take part in a sudden death competition.  
4 – VENUE FOR MATCHES

4.1 All matches must be played on all weather surfaces. 
4.2 The team placed higher in the draw shall be at home.  
4.3 A home team may waive the right to play at home.  
4.4 All matches are to be played on an all weather surface with the finals being played at Tonbridge School
5 - DATES OF MATCHES

5.1 All matches in a round must be completed on or before that date set for completion of that round.

5.2 All match results must be notified to the competition co-ordinator(s) within 24 hours of the match being played.  
5.2 The home side must offer at least 3 different dates (including 2 different days of the week) to the away side and matches must be arranged within 4 days of the date of the completion of the previous round.  
5.3 If the dates offered are unacceptable then the matter must be referred to the competition co-ordinator for adjudication.

6 - UMPIRES

Every effort should be made to have neutral umpires and for final matches neutral umpires need to be applied for.

7 - GENERAL

7.1 Failure to observe these rules may, at the discretion of the Cup co-ordinator result in the disqualification of one or both teams.

7.2 Any matters not covered by these rules and any matters of dispute shall be decided by the Competition co-ordinator.

7.3 The winning school(s) shall be responsible to the KHA for the safe-keeping and insurance of the trophy and are to ensure that it is returned at the Cup finals day.
7.4 In the event of finals being cancelled due to weather and the games being unable to be played, the competition co-ordinator (Kevin Johnson) and Jonathan Arscott will select the teams to represent Kent in the regional rounds.
